HOT ROD HAYRIDE 2012

The Detonators Drags Rules & Regulations
The Detonator Drags is a traditional 1/8th mile flag start event being organised by the Detonator Car Club as part of the programme of events at the Hotrod Hayride. 
 The following rules and regulations have been drawn up by the Car Club in association with Dunsfold Park and approved by the organisers of the Hotrod Hayride (Jerry Chatabox and Anna Stevenson). The venue is an active aerodrome for the Surrey Air Ambulance and as emergency landing strip for Heathrow Airport so respect for Dunsfold and the runways must be maintained eg no oil/coolant spillages on the runways. 
The rules and regulations are to be followed for all those people participating in or watching the Detonator Drags. This is for everyone’s safety to maximise enjoyment of what we anticipate will be an exciting traditional motoring event on the Hotrod Hayride programme of events.

There will be 2 classes for 4 wheel vehicles; Pre ‘49 and Pre ‘66 and for 2 wheel vehicles 2 classes Pre ’59 and Pre ’69. Competitors will be drawn in pairs and we will endeavour to match similar vehicles. Vehicles will be eliminated though a series or rounds until the final pairing where the champion will be declared. 

Vehicles must be in the spirit of traditional Hotrods, Kustoms, and bobbers. 
Entry requirements
For your Hotrod/Motorcycle to be considered for entry you must comply with the following:
· All 4 wheel vehicles must be pre-1966 (up to December 1966). All 2 wheel vehicles (including motorcycles and sidecars) must be pre-1969 (up to December 1969).
· Road legal tread on all tyres.
· Hotrods/Kustoms/Pickups - Seat belts/lap belts must be fitted (no ratchet straps or bungee cords!)

· Catch cans for radiator and oil breathers must be fitted.
· Return springs must be fitted on carburettors.
· Batteries must be strapped down securely.
· All vehicles must be road legal and driven/ridden to the event.

· Headlights can be removed as can fenders/mudguards. If kept on then Headlight lens to be taped over.
· Open header/s permitted.

· No passengers or animals can travel in/on vehicles that are taking part in the Drags.
Essential Information for Participators (Drivers and Riders)

1. A full valid recognised driving license (no photocopies), valid vehicle MOT,  or European equivalent, is required to sign on and a Hotrod Hayride wrist band must be worn.

2. Seat belt is mandatory for your own safety (4 wheel vehicles).
3. Drivers and Riders to wear a crash helmets 
4. Drivers of Hotrods have to wear a crash helmet together with a long sleeve top/jacket, gloves and eye protection (goggles) if no screen fitted. 
5. Motorcyclists have to wear a crash helmet together with appropriate motorcycle apparel: You are advised to wear Gloves, Boots, long sleeve top, leather jacket, long trousers/jeans. Period one-piece or two-piece zip-together suits are recommended.  T-Shirts, shorts, flip flops are not safe items to compete in.

6. Before you go on the track you need to:

· Have your vehicle fully checked over and approved by the Scrutineers.
· Have your helmet/gloves/boots approved by the Scrutineers.

· Visit the signing on tent at the track to read & sign a disclaimer form.

· Attend drivers/riders safety briefing.

· You will be directed to the parc-ferma to park your vehicle and wait to be called to the start line by the marshals.

· If in doubt about any of the instructions on the day then ask one of the Detonators Car Club members. Be safe do not be sorry. This is a speed event, we want you to have fun but speed can be dangerous.

Essential Information for Visitors
Please observe the following to ensure that your visit and that of all our other visitors is safe and enjoyable.

1. Entrance to the Detonators Drags is by Hotrod Hayride wrist band. No wristband No entry. All wrist bands will be checked at the gate.
2. SPEED - Please watch your speed at the aerodrome, a 5 mph speed limit is in force everywhere on site. There will be many people walking around especially some young children. As a guide you should be driving / riding at walking pace.
3. NO GLASS ON SITE – Please think twice about bringing glass bottles, jars etc on site. Broken glass is a hazard for all. This is for your motorcycle/car’s safety and especially for those in the competing/spectator areas.

4. NOISE – Please remember noise from the vehicles taking part in the Drags can be loud. Please consider wearing ear protection when in close proximity of the track.

5. TRESPASSING – Dunsfold have asked us not to trespass on any of the adjoining private fields or buildings. Any persons found on adjoining property will be asked to leave the site by Security.

6. FIRES – Please do not set up barbecues as they are not allowed; open fires of any sort are not permitted. 
7. DOGS - No dogs, or pets, of any kind are allowed on site for any reason.

8. TOILETS – Please look after these.

9. PARKING – Please do not park on any of the runways.  No driving around the site during the Detonator Drags other than to park or leave the site. This is an active aerodrome used by the Surrey Air Ambulance and Heathrow Airport in emergencies. Park only in the designated parking areas in accordance with the instructions of the parking stewards. Thanks.
10. LITTER – Please take any litter home or back to Bisley with you or dispose in the refuse sacks provided  in the clearly marked bins throughout the site.
11. SECURITY – will be site at all times throughout the event to ensure you have a safe and enjoyable time.  Their advice and instructions must be followed at all times. Thanks.
12. FIRST AID – will be on site for competitors and visitors.

Awards:
Awards will be presented at the end of the final.
The Detonators Car Club and the organisers of the Hotrod Hayride reserves the right to vary or amend these rules at any time without prior notice and to remove any visitor from the site who does not observe these regulations at any time during the event. For obvious reasons the Detonator Drags can only be held in weather that does not put people or vehicles at risk.
